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Council allocates $100K to fix Border Lake flooding

The Apopka City Coun-
cil unanimously approved a
short-term flood mitigation
solution at its meeting on
Wednesday, March 5.

Da Huo, utility design
manager for the city’s pub-
lic service department, pre-
sented the short-term plan
to pump water from Bor-
der Lake to Blue Lake in the
S.R. 436/Piedmont-Wekiwa

Road area. The council then
voted 5-0 to allocate a bud-
get of $100,000, with possi-
ble cost adjustments.

According to Huo, the
plan would involve four
pumps operating nine hours
a day, seven days a week.
The project could take 52
days, potentially reduced
to two and a half weeks, if
24/7 operation is allowed.
The city will also watch
lake levels and proper op-
eration.

The Wekiva Village
Homeowners’ Association
and residents have consent-
ed to the short-term solution,
and minimal pump noise
control is planned, Huo said.

“We’re going to rent
the quietest unit possible,
and we’re going to possibly
set up wood panel installa-
tion around it to reduce the
noise as much as possible,”
he said. “But ultimately, the
plan is a plan. There’s not
much we can do to avoid

some minimum interrup-
tion with the residents there,

but the HOA has expressed

that they think this is a good
plan.”

Orange County is taking
care of the plan’s permitting
process, which often takes
24 hours, according to Huo.

Huo said that the con-
tractor is working on final-
izing the project’s numbers.

Angelica Jones, a res-
ident of Wekiva Village,
asked the City Council for

a commitment to resolv-
ing the flooding issue once
and for all. Piedmont Weki-
va Village is a community
of 60 townhome units off
Piedmont Wekiwa Road
that was severely impacted
by the flooding in October
2024 following Hurricane
Milton.

“I just would like a com-
mitment that this will remain
a topic until what’s going to
be done specifically for us is
addressed,” she said. “You

guys have to start with this,
and I get that, but I don’t
want us to be forgotten.”
The March 5 Bor-
der Lake presentation was
a continued discussion of
the Feb. 19 Council meet-
ing conversation. On Feb.
19, Apopka officials, Or-
ange County Commissioner
Christine Moore and coun-
ty staff discussed short-term
and long-term solutions for
the flooding issue among the
many lakes in the area.

Preserve becomes
15th property
protected under
county program

The Greeneyes Wild-
life Preserve’s grand opening
marks its importance as the
15th property protected un-
der Orange County’s Green
PLACE (Park Land Acqui-
sition for Conservation and

Environmental) initiative,
which currently safeguards
over 25,000 acres.

The grand opening oc-
curred on Friday, Feb. 28,
at 951 W. Kelly Park Road,
Apopka, where the preserve’s
entrance is located.

Named after the one-of-
a-kind Florida native green-
eyes wildflower (Berlandiera
subacaulis), Greeneyes Wild-
life Preserve features a hiking
trail and interpretive walks
such as “What’s under your
feet?” which highlights the
sand hill landscape and wild-

life inhabitants.

Over the decades, the
Greeneyes Wildlife Preserve
property has undergone many
land use transformations,
from citrus in the 1940s to
cattle pastures in the 1960s
to timber production in the
1990s, Orange County Dis-
trict 2 Commissioner Chris-
tine Moore said.

The Greeneyes Wildlife
Preserve conservation pro-
cess began in 2009 when Or-
ange County first purchased

5, the Apopka City Council
unanimously approved a res-
olution authorizing the ac-
quisition of a Seventh Street
property via eminent domain,
if necessary, to construct a
new public safety building.

City administrator Jacob

Smith and city attorney Cliff
Shepard are tasked with exe-
cuting this resolution.

The property in question,
consisting of a single-fami-
ly residence at 123 E. Sev-
enth St., is the last one need-
ed for the public safety build-
ing. This new building would
house city departments, in-
cluding fire, police, an emer-
gency communications cen-
ter and the information tech-
nology department.

City finds innovative solution
to Clear Lake flooding issue

To continue the
theme of flooding, the
city has finally got-
ten the approvals for a
unique approach to re-
duce the water levels
at Clear Lake that will
create a long-term solu-
tion.

Clear Lake is a
closed basin, which
means the water that
enters the lake either by rain, run-off
or irrigation will stay in the basin un-
til evaporation or by pumping directly
into the canals at Lake Apopka.

Last year’s pumping cost the tax-
payers almost $200,000 to reduce the
water level to a manageable level.
The two neighborhoods that have had
flooding issues are both private, gated
communities which means that no one
outside of their neighborhoods has ac-
cess to Clear Lake.

Both neighborhoods have used the
city’s reclaimed water to irrigate their
yards, which adds to the rising lake
levels. A lot of this “outside” water ul-
timately ends up back in Clear Lake.

I asked our engineering consul-
tant to work with the Department of
Environmental Protection (DEP) and
St. Johns Water Management District

(SJWMD) to see if it was
feasible to use the lake
water to irrigate the lawns
and common areas within
their neighborhoods and to
cut off the reclaimed wa-
ter that the city was pro-
viding.

After multiple meet-
ings with DEP and SJW-
MD, we determined that
the neighborhoods could

disconnect from our city reclaimed
main pipeline and reconnect the irri-
gation lines to a pump that was pulling
water from Clear Lake. The only issue
was that the system had to be owned
by the Clear Lake Landing HOA on
behalf of the neighborhood.

We will start this innovative so-
lution with Clear Lake Landing and
design a pump station and irrigation
system to supply the water for their
yards and common areas. The cost and
maintenance of the lake water irriga-
tion system will be similar to the cost
of city reclaimed water.

It’s a win-win for everyone. They
use the lake water for irrigation, which
helps long term to keep the lake level
at a more consistent level and avoids
wasting reclaimed water that could be
used elsewhere.

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Urban 3 sheds light on suburban sprawl

In November of 2024, Or-
ange County voters approved a
charter amendment greenlight-
ing a consulting firm, nationally
known for its keen fiscal analy-
sis, to determine the viability of
new suburban projects and fi-
nancial performance of existing
communities. When counties
or municipalities are not finan-
cially sound, they defer mainte-
nance of water, sewer, and road
infrastructure. To correct this,
Urban 3 was hired to complete a
countywide analysis.

According to Urban 3’s
analysis, large lot communities
generally do not produce enough
tax revenue per acre to cover
maintenance of roads, utilities,
and services. Oddly enough,
older denser areas, while pro-
ducing sufficient revenue, be-
come blighted. This situation
seems counterintuitive.

Urban 3 also produced a re-
port called, “The Economics of
Development in Florida.” Ur-
ban 3 lays out the premise that
tighter-knit communities pro-
duce much more value per acre.
Why? They pack more people
into less space.

Compact communities ease
the urge to pave over Florida’s

conservation and farmlands.
Sure, rural areas and farmlands
do not pay much in taxes, but
they also do not require much in
infrastructure. Remember, they
generally utilize wells and un-
paved streets.

I currently live in a suburban
area, and I certainly want sub-
urban neighborhoods to thrive.
However, the long-term fiscal
health of our suburban areas is
in the hands of higher density,
downtown areas. Thus, we must
all care about the maintenance
and future of our urban areas.

The report chronicles the
roots of suburban sprawl back
to federal policies in the early-
to-mid 20th century. During this
time, they fueled infrastructure
expansion and mortgage financ-
ing, making low-density growth

artificially affordable. For de-
cades, this suburban model
thrived, masking true long-term
liabilities.

But as aging infrastructure
requires costly repairs or re-
placements, the fiscal insolven-
cy of suburban sprawl has come
into focus. Urban 3’s findings
reveal that many Florida coun-
ties are struggling to fund essen-
tial services under this suburban
paradigm. They claim we are
locked into a cycle of short-term
thinking.

Urban 3 and the 1000
Friends of Florida report there
is a better way. They advocate
that through revitalizing walk-
able, bikeable mixed-use devel-
opment in denser areas we can
make our cities and counties fi-
nancially sound. It is not just
about tax dollars. Good urban-
ism with environmental con-
cern, reduces waste, and saves
land.

Urban 3 and the 1000
Friends of Florida believe we
should ditch the suburban sprawl
method and replace it with in-
cremental urban area improve-
ments and protect natural lands.

Street racing poses serious problem

In recent weeks, our com-
munity has suffered the loss of
two students in horrific acci-
dents that have brought atten-
tion to a dangerous pastime:
street racing.

Last weekend, a Winder-
mere High School senior was
one of four young people killed
in a high-speed crash. The
18-year-old was a back-seat pas-
senger in a vehicle traveling at
high speed that was clipped by
another vehicle while attempt-
ing to pass. His vehicle veered
off the road, hit a light pole and
several trees.

The Windermere student
is the second student in recent
weeks to die in a crash. On Feb.
13, a high-speed collision in Or-
lando led to the death of another
student, this time a Lake Nona
High School senior who was se-
verely burned after both cars in-
volved in the crash burst into
flames.

Both accidents were caused
by cars traveling at very high
speeds, possibly street racing.

Two young lives cut short.
Two young people with so

much to look forward to. The
Windermere student who passed
away this past weekend was
planning to attend Duke Uni-
versity this fall on a full schol-
arship.

In 2023, Orange County
deputies alone arrested and cit-
ed more than 1,000 people for
street racing. The vehicles in-
volved in the Lake Nona wreck
are believed to have been travel-
ing close to 200mph.

Last year a change in the
law doubled fines to $2,000 and
made street racing a felony for a
second offense or if the offense
impeded an emergency vehicle.

Still, deputies said in Jan-

uary they cited 100 people for
driving more than 100 miles
per hour. In 2024, they cited ap-
proximately 550.

While street racing isn’t
new, I believe these two recent
incidents present a great oppor-
tunity for parents and adults to
have tough conversations with
our teen drivers about safe driv-
ing.

Don’t be afraid to show
them the news stories all over
the internet showing the two
cars ablaze after the accident
in Lake Nona. Conversations
can make a difference. Even if
it seems like they are not listen-
ing, they hear you.

Discuss plans should your
child find themselves in an un-
safe situation, like if they are a
passenger in a car traveling at
high speeds. Create a secret text
word they send you that alerts
you that they need your help, or
for you to make a call to law en-
forcement.

Let’s all do what we can
to keep our kids safe as well as
those that share the roadways
with them every day.

the state parks have prevent-
ed them from funding law en-
forcement to manage traffic,

hence the decision to add the
extra lane, Orange County Dis-
trict 2 Commissioner Christine
Moore said.

In 2019, Moore success-
fully lobbied for a $1 million
bill to construct the addition-
al lane outside the Wekiwa
Springs State Park entrance
to address dangerous head-on
collisions there. The lane was
at first successful, but it wasn’t
enough to address the traffic,
leading to the pilot reservation
program.

“That was why we went
with the lane, because it was
a one-time expenditure that
we hoped would work, but
the road wasn’t long enough,”
Moore said. “It still wasn’t
long enough to totally avoid
the problem. So again, our res-
ervation system is always a
backup, and apparently, they
felt the need to go to that.”

Because the park has a
maximum of 250 parking spac-
es, entry is restricted once these
spaces are full to safeguard the
environment from crowds at

Wekiwa Springs, Moore said.

“It’s not just about the
parking, because I learned this
back when we were adding the
road for the safety, for the en-
vironmental concerns of the
spring and the river, and they
don’t want more people there
at one time, because it could
have a deleterious impact on
the park,” Moore said.

Moore said she only
learned on Friday, Feb. 28,
about the pilot program’s im-
plementation. She said she
didn’t personally check out the
registration program but ex-
pressed hope that the pilot pro-
gram will be effective in regu-
lating traffic.

Each day must have one
reservation. Park admission
fees will be accepted when re-
serving online. Visitors will
not be charged extra fees when
making reservations.

the site from the Central Flor-
ida Expressway Authority
(CFX) as part of a larger nec-
essary effort to construct the
Wekiva Parkway. At that
time, this effort included pro-
tecting over 300 acres in part-
nership with the Florida De-
partment of Environmental
Protection.

“These acres complement
and strengthen a network of
nearby public lands, includ-
ing the Sandhill Preserve, the
Lake Lucy conservation area,
Rock Springs Run State Re-
serve and Wekiwa Springs
State Park,” Moore said. “By
opening this wildlife pre-
serve today, we’re making a
promise to preserve our nat-
ural heritage and ensure that
all of our Orange County cit-
izens today, future that they
really can understand what
this community was, how im-
portant it is to preserve nature
and the environment.”

The greeneyes wildflow-
er, which is found at the pre-
serve, is characterized by
bright yellow petals and a
green center disk. The flow-
er emits what Orange County
Environmental Protection Di-
vision manager Renee Park-
er described as a chocolatey
scent.

To that end, the coun-
ty gave away free chocolate
bars to recipients at the grand
opening. Whoever discovers
a golden ticket in the bar —
in keeping with the “Wil-
ly Wonka” theme — will re-
ceive a greeneyes flower to
take home.

As part of the Green
PLACE initiative, in 2021,
the Orange County Board of
County Commissioners com-
mitted to doubling the num-
ber of acres of environmen-
tally sensitive lands under

protection by 2030 and thus,
earmarked $100 million for
preserving wildlife habitats,
wetlands and forests.

Florida Regional Planning

County government’s efforts
through Green PLACE with
the Executive Award of Re-
gional Significance.

Emily Meggett’s fried zucchini ‘vegetable chips’ serves 6 to 8

Dry rubbed
ribs from Pal-
metto Creek
Farms comes
from the book
titled From
Field to Feast.
This is simple
to prepare and absolutely delicious.
The ribs are oven baked in heavy-
duty foil packets you make and seal
around the ribs, great for folks who
don’t want to fool around with a grill or
smoker. | saw the temperature, “250
degrees” and thought | must have
made a mistake. But no, the book re-
ally says “250 degrees for 2- to 2-1/2
hours.”

Carol Ann Heath has a recipe for
Black Beans and Rice that she shares
with us in Pot-Pourri of Zellwood put
out by the Zellwood Community Cen-
ter. It calls for one package of beans
which will probably contain 1 pound
(about 2 cups) of dry beans. Two cups
will produce about 6 cups of cooked
beans, drained. There are no instruc-
tions for cooking the beans, but nor-
mally you would soak the beans over-
night and then cook them in 3 parts
water to 1 part soaked beans. So, for
2 cups beans, you may need about
6 cups of water. Don’t let the beans
dry out while cooking; keep an eye on
the pot.

Emily Meggett's Fried Zucchi-
ni serves 6 to 8 and looks wonder-
ful. She says, “I think of Fried Zucchi-
ni as vegetable chips. | slice my zuc-
chini thin (but not TOO thin, as you’ll
want to taste the vegetables, not just
the breading), and season them with
some salt before dipping them in a
light batter and dropping them into
the frying oil. You should fry these
until they’re golden brown and serve
them immediately. When you are go-
ing to fry anything, the oil must be hot
enough so that whatever you put in
there does not absorb the oil, but no
so hot that it smokes.”

Sunshine Pie comes from Stew-
Pot Favorites of Zellwood. Claire El-
lington has gifted us with this lovely
treasure.

PALMETTO CREEK FARMS,
AVON PARK,
DRY-RUBBED BABY BACK RIBS
Recipe from Field to Feast
1/4 cup packed dark brown sugar

1/4 cup paprika

1/4 cup ancho chili powder (dark
Mexican chili powder)

4 teaspoons coarse salt

4 teaspoons smoked paprika

4 teaspoons cumin

4 teaspoons cayenne

4 (2-pound) slabs loin back ribs,
membrane removed (ask your
butcher to do this for you)

For the rub:

Mix brown sugar, paprika, ancho
chili powder, salt, smoked paprika,
cumin, and cayenne in a small bowl,
making sure to break up chunks of
brown sugar.

Put ribs bone side up on sheet
pan. Season each slab with rub on
both sides. Refrigerate at least 1
hour, loosely covered.

Heat oven to 250 degrees
Fahrenheit. Cut four (12- by 12-
inch) square sheets of heavy-duty
aluminum foil. Put a slab of ribs, meat
side up, on a sheet of foil. Fold ends
to make loose packet around each
slab; seal. Put packets on sheet pan.
Bake 2- to 2-1/2 hours. Check ribs for
doneness by gently pulling on bones.
When they begin to pull away from
meat, they are ready to serve.

CAROL ANN HEATH’S
BLACK BEANS AND RICE
Recipe from POT-POURRI OF
ZELILWOOD,
published by The Zellwood
Community Center

1 package black beans

2 tablespoons olive oil (no

substitutions)

1 whole tomato

1 bay leaf

1 small onion

1/2 green pepper

2 cloves garlic, minced

1 cup olive oil

1/2 cup onion

1/2 cup chopped green pepper

1/4 teaspoon oregano

1/4 teaspoon cumin

1 tablespoon salt

2 tablespoons wine vinegar
1/2 teaspoon hot sauce
Hot cooked rice

Mix beans and the next six
ingredients. Bring to a boil. Cook with
water for 3 to 3-1/2 hours until beans
are tender. Discard what is left of the
tomato, pepper, onion (and bay leaf).
Saute the onion, pepper, oregano,
cumin and salt in olive oil. Add wine
vinegar and hot sauce. Stir all into
beans. Cook for five minutes. Serve
over hot cooked rice.

NOTE: General instructions for
cooking dry beans:

A pound of dry beans measures
out to two cups. Pick over beans
to remove stones, shriveled beans
or other debris. Put in large pot to
rinse, run clean water over beans,
discarding rinse water.

Presoaking will make your beans
more edible and digestible. Easiest
presoak method is to soak overnight
by placing in a large pot and covering
with an inch of water over the top of
the beans. Alternatively, if you don’t
have the luxury for overnight soaking,
cover with water and bring quickly to
full boil. Let beans sit for an hour on
the stove in the hot water to soften
prior to cooking.

When cooking, place beans in
a large pot on the stove, pressure
cooker or multi-cooker (refer to
manufacturer’s instructions for
pressure cooker or slow cooker). Add
enough water to cover beans. Check
from time to time, adding water if it has
gotten too low; being too dry results in
mealy beans. You can freeze leftover
beans within four days after cooking.
It takes between an hour and two
hours for most dry beans.

EMILY MEGGETT’S
FRIED ZUCCHINI
Recipe from Gullah Geechee Home
Cooking by Emily Meggett
3 medium zucchini, sliced into
rounds about 1/8-inch thick
1 tablespoon salt
1 large egg
1/3 cup milk, whole or 2-percent
1/2 cup self-rising flour
2-1/2 cups vegetable oil
1) Sprinkle the salt evenly onto

the zucchini (use more salt if you
like veggies a bit more salty). Set the
salted zucchini aside. 2) In a large
mixing bowl, combine the egg and
milk. Add the zucchini slices, and
make sure that every slice is coated
in liquid. 3) Place the flour in a large
paper bag (a grocery bag will do).
Remove the zucchini slices from the
wet mixture and add them to the bag
with flour. Close the top of the bag
and shake, shake, shake! Toss the
ingredients back and forth, enough
to where all of the zucchini slices are
coated in the flour. 4) In a 12-inch
cast-iron skillet, heat the cooking oil
to a high temperature. Drop each
zucchini slice carefully into the hot
oil, make sure there is enough oil
so the zucchini slices will float; cook
in batches. Brown the zucchini on
both sides until crisp. This should
take no more than 5 minutes total. 5)
Line a plate with two paper towels,
and place the zucchini on the paper
towels to allow the oil to drain. Serve
immediately.

OCPS confirms Apopka baseball, softball complexes unflt for use

Rory Salimbene
sends letter to
parents after
meeting at AHS

Orange County Public
Schools (OCPS) announced
Tuesday that the new Apop-
ka High School baseball and
softball complexes will not be
ready for occupancy for home
games scheduled for softball
this Friday, March 7, and base-
ball on Monday, March 10.

The news came from Rory
Salimbene, the school district’s
acting chief facilities officer for

the baseball and softball proj-
ects, who sent a message to
softball families regarding the
team’s first scheduled home
game on Friday.

“After reviewing the sta-
tus of outstanding issues, re-
maining inspections, and re-
maining documentation re-
quirements today, it is unlikely
we will be able to achieve oc-
cupancy at either field in ad-
vance of the scheduled home
games for softball on Friday,
March 7, and baseball on Mon-
day, March 10,” Salimbene
wrote in a message obtained by
The Apopka Chief.

Salimbene went on to say
both the softball and baseball
teams would need to make
accommodations to hold the

games at “alternate locations.”
He concluded his comments
on the opening of the facilities
by noting that they could still
be operational by Thursday,
March 13.

Salimbene also listed un-
finished construction and re-
maining issues to be resolved.
The first item he mentioned
was roof installation. After
an investigation on Tuesday,
March 4, he stated that the
roof installation for both fields
needed “necessary  correc-
tions” and “corrective work.”
The work was expected to be
completed and inspected on
Wednesday, March 5, which
Salimbene said should have
allowed the final building in-
spections for baseball to be

scheduled for later in the week.

However, Salimbene said
that’s not the only problem.

“Final building inspec-
tions for softball are also de-
pendent upon resolution of
electrical installation issues...”
he wrote.

Salimbene said that the
documents required for “em-
bedded conduit” require a re-
submission regarding electrical
installation issues. The updat-
ed documents were expected
to be delivered late Tuesday or
Wednesday. He also said that
other documentation related to
lighting contractors is currently
under review after being previ-
ously submitted.

“Once these documents
are approved, final inspections

of the electrical installation can
occur,” Salimbene wrote to
parents.

The third issue on Salim-
bene’s list was bleacher instal-
lation. Details for the original

installation are needed to con-
firm that the additional con-
crete for the new bleachers was
poured correctly for safety. Sa-

limbene said that the previous
details provided were “insuf-
ficient.” On Tuesday, they lo-
cated the required information
and gave it to the contractor for
resubmission.

“Following approval,
bleacher inspections can be
completed,” Salimbene wrote,
without giving a date for when
those inspections would be
done.

Fourth on Salimbene’s
list was the bleacher ramp for
the baseball facility. He said
this was similar to the softball
bleacher issue and noted, “...
details regarding the previous
ramp installation are needed
to confirm that reinstallation

is safe.” Salimbene said doc-
uments are ready and will be
provided to the contractor for
submission but did not give a
date for when that would hap-
pen.

Salimbene’s final issue con-
cerned the Florida Department
of Environmental Protection
(FDEP) clearance for water
and wastewater.

“...as-built survey docu-
ments for the wastewater sys-
tem for baseball require cor-
rections prior to submittal for
clearance,” said Salimbene.

Salimbene said that the
corrections are in progress
and that once the engineer ap-
proves the documents and the

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city of Apopka reviews them,
they must be sent to FDEP.
“While clearance will not
delay final inspections, it may
delay certification of occu-
pancy,” Salimbene wrote.
The message to parents
came four days after a conten-
tious meeting between con-
cerned Apopka baseball and
softball families and OCPS
at Apopka High School to
discuss the status of the two
complexes. Parents raised

many issues at the meeting,
including player safety, lost
revenue from gate fees and
concessions, and construction
inconsistencies.

notes circulated among par-
ents and shared with The
Apopka Chief, when parents
asked if Salimbene had been
down to the field to inspect
the projects, he answered that
he had not seen it in person.

time an Apopka batter took the
plate in the first inning, a hit or
a run was inevitable.
